Description. Colorless transparent crystals or finely crystalline powder with a characteristic pungent odor and a slightly bitter peculiar taste. Hygroscopic in high humidity. Dissolves slowly in air. 
Solubility. Very easily soluble in water, alcohol and ether, easily soluble in chloroform. 
Authenticity. To 0.2 g of the substance add 1 ml of 1 N sodium hydroxide solution; a cloudy liquid with the smell of chloroform is formed. 
An ammonia solution of silver nitrate is added to the same solution of the drug, a black precipitate forms. 
Melting point. 49-55°C. 
Transparency of the solution. A solution of І g of the substance in 10 ml of freshly boiled water must be transparent or be comparable with the standard І. 
Color of the solution. The solution obtained in the Transparency of the solution test must be colorless comparison or be comparable with the B9 standard. 
Acidity. To 2 ml of this solution add 1 drop of methyl orange solution; the solution should turn yellow.
Quantitation. About 0,3 g of the substance (accurately weighed) is dissolved in 35 ml of 0.1 N sodium hydroxide solution, stirred and after 2 minutes, an excess of 0.1 N sodium hydroxide solution was titrated with 0.1 N hydrochloric acid solution (indicator - phenolphthalein). In parallel, a control experiment is carried out. I ml of I N hydrochloric acid solution corresponds to 0.01654g.
